Dear Terman Community, 

 

Terman TigerTalk is stepping into the 21
st
 century 

with this edition.  TigerTalk is now almost exclusively 

on-line through the PTA website (accessed through 

the Terman website).  While this move is taken to be 

more ñgreenò, use less paper, and be kinder to the 

environment, we also are hoping that more families 

will be reading TigerTalk since we have changed the 

delivery mode from middle school student to on-line 

access.  We will continue to send out notices that a new edition of TigerTalk is 

ready to read, and we will continue to offer a paper copy in the office or by 

mail as you wish. 

 

Terman also hit the news several weeks ago regarding backpacks in the 

classroom.  We are enforcing a policy that has been in place for several years 

now regarding the storage of backpacks in student lockers.  There is a locker 

available for every student on campus, thanks to the generosity of our local 

community.  Lockers at all of the secondary schools were funded by a 

previously approved bond measure. 

 

Backpacks in the classrooms are a safety hazard, especially in the event of an 

emergency evacuation.  The same is true about leaving backpacks outside the 

classrooms, which is also a security issue.  There also is the very real health 

issue about carrying around a heavily laden backpack on a young developing 

spine. 

 

Students should use their lockers to store their backpacks and materials they do 

not need.  It is important that, as parents, you know that there is a break every 

two periods, before school, brunch, lunch and after school.  We are building 

organizational skills by having students determine what materials they will 

need for their classes.  Palo Alto schools are fortunate in that we have the 

resources to give every student a copy of their textbooks to have at home as 

well as full class sets in the classroom.  This resource means that our students 

do not need to transport heavy text books back and forth from home to school, 

and lessens the burden for every student. 

 

Most of the students do use their lockers to store their backpacks.  The students 

have responded very positively to following school policy in this area.  We 

really see very few backpacks lying about in the halls or the classrooms. 

 

The 8
th
 graders have submitted their course requests for high school, and our 

staff soon will be visiting 5
th
 graders at the local elementary schools.  There are 

several parent meetings scheduled for 5
th
 grade parents during the next few 

months. 

 

Our 6
th
 and 7

th
 grade students received a course catalog before the February 

break to take home and discuss with parents.  Elective Request forms for next 

yearôs 7
th
 and 8

th

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by the end of the day on February 27.  It is important that you review the course 

catalog with your student.  A parent signature is required on the elective form. 

 

Our goal is to assign students at least one of their first two choices in electives.  

Some choices, especially year-long classes such as band, orchestra, or a world 

language may lock out other elective choices.  It is important to remember that 

Direct Instruction is a three year choice program and does constitute a choice 

like an elective.  This in turn affects elective choices in 7
th
 and 8

th
 grade.  As a 

small middle school, we simply do not have the flexibility with the master 

schedule that is available at a larger school.      

 

We hope you discussed the Elective Selection Form with your student and made 

thoughtful choices.  We do our best to offer and place students in their elective 

choices.  Our master schedule will not be developed until later in the year and is 

determined in part by student requests for electives.    

 

Recently, we have asked students not to bring cameras to school.  The current 

proliferation of digital pictures and videos is putting individual privacy at risk.  

Students are downloading pictures to social networking websites like Facebook 

and MySpace, not realizing that now they have lost control of that picture.  

There are new state laws regarding cyber bullying, and students could easily find 

themselves at risk of breaking the law.  We ask that you, as parents, keep in 

touch with your children and know WHERE they are going on the internet and if 

they are downloading pictures and videos.  With camera phones, an innocent 

photo or video at a slumber party can be downloaded to a hosting website such 

as MySpace or YouTube, and then it is very public and available to anyone who 

is looking on the internet.  Digital pictures can be altered to hardly resemble the 

original photo or even to impersonate someone else entirely.  Be cautious.  

 

We suggest that parents explore giving their students a ñJitterbugò phone to keep 

in touch.  It is a basic phone that receives and makes phone calls and allows 

parents to stay in touch with their students.

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Fuel Cells:  Applications of Chemistry 
 

The 8
th
 grade science students in Mrs. Juarezôs class recently enjoyed a guest speaker.  

Mr. Lee Colby, a retired engineer and fuel cell guru, was invited by fellow Reseed 

volunteer (and Terman parent) Preeti Shrikhande.   

 

Mr. Colby shared some of his accomplishments as an engineer with various Silicon 

Valley companies, and he encouraged students to use science and math in their careers.  

He shared with us his slides and examples of alternative energy, which gave depth and 

application to our recent week of group presentations capping off our study of 

chemistry.  He specifically enlightened the students on the technological developments 

and challenges necessary to store enough hydrogen gas to power a vehicle.   

 

He showed the students how to power up a small fuel cell car model.  They used the 

vehiclesô solar panels as a power source to split water molecules into separate 

hydrogen and oxygen tanks.  Then they used the gases to power the vehicle.  Many of 

the cars were quite speedy!   

 

Thank you to Mr. Colby and Mrs. Shrikhande for arranging a hands-on application and 

a fun day using fuel cell cars.
