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Letter from the Principal

Dear Terman Community,

As I write to you we are heading into the
Thanksgiving holiday weekend. This is my favorite
holiday all year. Time to sit with family and friends,
maybe read a book or enjoy a magazine and just
pause to be grateful for what we have, the abundance
in our lives. Hopefully, we didn’t have to endure a
tedious journey to do any of this. And yes we have
the bustle of December in front of us. However, |
continue to be grateful to be working at this school with your students, you
and the terrific Terman staff.

This fall we had another series of stupendous science projects. The first was
the incredibly successful Science Fair in October. Ken Tani, as parent
coordinator outdid himself from last year. We had increased the participation
over 2008 and improved our layout of projects. Now many of our students
are using the comments from judges and teachers to improve their science
fair projects for the Synopsis Science Fair in late January. At the end of
October the 7" graders submitted their “Cell Projects”. This display is
always a treat to see how 7™ graders graphically portray a cell. Our 8" grade
molecule projects will wrap up the year on December 16. The student work
in these projects is truly amazing and demonstrates the inquisitive and
curious mind of the middle school student.

On 17 November our school site plan for 2009-12, called the Single Plan for
Student Achievement, SPSA, was presented to the School Board along with
the final report from last year’s plan. Our presentation focused on our team
structure and how this helps every student. Besides grade level teams we
also have an Administrative Team, Human Services Team, Department
Teams, Electives Team and Special Ed Team. These various team structures
illustrate how we are able to meet the needs of all students, gifted as well as
those needing extra support. The three middle schools participated in a work
session with the School Board reviewing final reports from 2008-09 with
new plans for 2009-12. Both of these documents will be on the Terman
website after the Board has taken formal action to adopt them in early
December. Click on the menu under “Home” and go to Site Council.

The Board received a glimpse of the many of the program initiatives and
successes we have had here at Terman. We were able to report on several

initiatives we took last year and are continuing this year, including staff collaboration with 6", 7th and 8" graders on social kindness,
our innovative “Tiger Camp” for entering 6 graders, “Focus on Success” courses and the extensive reading programs available
through our library, and our math program which taught all 8" graders in Algebra last year for the first time.

This is an excellent opportunity for me to highlight how we use the funds that we receive from PiE — Partners in Education. Last year
we received $90,000 from PiE and we were able to support Homework Habitat, additional elective and support periods. This year we
will be supporting those same programs and also additional counseling time and will allow us to have our counselors loop with their
students through the three grades.. If you have been considering contributing to PiE, please do so. Terman students have directly

benefited from their efforts. At this time about 20% of our families have
donated to this worthy organization. Even a donation of $20.00 is significant.

Perhaps it sounds harsh but if you are not registered as a student at Terman
school you are considered a Visitor, even if you are a parent. Everyone must
check in at the office when you come onto campus even to just leave a lunch or
forgotten assignment. I am frequently finding parents walking the hallways just
to drop a lunch or a book, but do not think they must check in at the office.
Neither may you just meet your student out in front of school to drop off a
lunch. You must come to the office. We will deliver items to your student or
call them up at a break in their schedule. These procedures are in place for the
security of your student. Please help us by adhering to them.

Holiday times can be quite stressful on children, as well as adults. As happy as
everyone is for the winter break from school, the very break from routine can
cause enormous stress for a child. We often see this advice in the newspaper or
hear it on TV, and it is worth repeating. Try not to over schedule events in your
family life. This is good advice for vacation as well as regular school time.
Take care to maintain a regular routine even during vacation days. Be sure
everyone gets enough sleep and a balanced diet, at least between the holidays
cookies and boxes of chocolates.

Another point worth repeating is to know where your child is and with whom at
all times, especially during the holidays when schedules get hectic. It is crucial
to know where your child is and where s/he is going and with whom. Don’t
hesitate to check on the web sites that they visit. The police department
encourages the schools to support parents in being vigilant about where their
students are “web-surfing”. Middle School is a time of discovery but with
guidance.

Generally, our teachers do not assign work during the holiday break. However,
the time just before winter holidays is when students should check to make sure
that all their academic obligations are met. Encourage your student to check
with all her/his teachers before winter break to see if there is anything s/he
might do either before or during break to be up to date on assignments. Students
who have been ill may wish to make up work during the winter break. They
should check with their teachers.

Terman’s Homework Habitat — a resource supported by PiE - is a positive
resource for students and will be open during the three weeks between
Thanksgiving and winter break. It is open on Mondays, Tuesdays, and
Thursdays in the library from 3:15 — 4:30. Students are able to complete
homework in an environment staffed by teachers and an instructional assistants.
This is a great place for everyone to work, especially for those who might have
a hard time getting work done at home. We are always looking for volunteer
tutors to help work with the students. If you are interested in helping out, please
contact Steven Gallagher or me.

On behalf of the entire Terman Staff, I want you to know how thankful we are
for your children and for your support of them in school. Each one is a special
gift that we treasure. We sincerely wish all of you a restful and fulfilling break,
and a happy New Year.

What’s Cooking in Home Ec?

The fall semester is off to a good start and students taking
home economics classes as an elective have been busy
cooking and learning how to be more independent in the
kitchen.

Hosting Dr. T’s Café in October was a great learning
experience for the students. They prepared and served lunch
to 30 teachers in Room F-7, and of course, the theme was
Halloween/Dia de los Muertos. Since we are studying
international foods this fall, it was appropriate to choose a
Mexican food theme for the café, and the staff was
wonderfully supportive of the event. Afterwards the students
get to eat the leftovers, so they got to sample and critique the
delicious dishes they had prepared for the staff.

November is the time to think about the foods typically served
for Thanksgiving, so learning how to prepare pies and
homemade rolls is in order. No, these are not international
foods, but it’s nice for the students to know some basic recipes
they can help prepare at home to celebrate the holiday. We
also make thank-you cards for the men and women patients at
the Veteran’s Hospital here in Palo Alto. It’s good for the
students to feel like they’re a part of the local community so
we try to find ways to do service projects in our neighborhood.
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December is such a fun, busy time in home ec classes! First,
the students will be constructing and decorating their
gingerbread houses the second week after Thanksgiving.
They design a house or other type of structure that they can
build out of graham crackers, make royal icing, and then
decorate their masterpieces. We used to just construct houses,
but this assignment has grown to include such structures as a
skateboard park, the Taj Mahal, and the Golden Gate Bridge.
It is amazing to see how creative the students are in designing
and building their structures, and how artistically they use
candy to decorate them.

The week before Winter Break the home ec classes will
prepare for a winter bazaar. We prepare inexpensive food
gifts that Terman students can buy for friends, family
members, or themselves. Prices range from $.75 to $7.50, so
encourage your students to start saving their money so they
can do some shopping. The bazaar will be Wed., December
16, and Thursday, December 17, during brunch, lunch and
after school.

Hopefully home economics classes teach Terman students
lifelong skills that they will use the rest of their lives. Believe
it or not, they will be on their own in just a few short years!

Get Organized

If you missed the PTA’s Parent Education Night, “Get
Organized...So Your Kids Can Be Too”, it was an interesting
and informative evening. Lori Krolik, of More Time For You,
gave some great strategies for being more organized and in
control of your time. “As a Terman parent, and professional
organizer, [ thought this was an important topic to bring to the
community’ said Krolik. ‘From the beginning of 6th grade
there is a big emphasis on getting your kids organized.
However, my professional experience has shown me that there
are a lot of unorganized parents who don’t have the skills or
knowledge to communicate to their children what good
organization looks like.””

About 40 people attended the hour and a half workshop. As
well as listening to Krolik’s tips, the group shared their own
strategies for keeping
organized amidst a busy
personal, work, and family
life. A few take aways
from the workshop:

1. Have a Home for
Everything — Have a
designated spot for items
that come into your home.
For example, in your
entryway, create drop spots
for everyone’s backpacks,
computer bags, cell
phones, keys, etc.

2. Use Bins and Baskets — Using containers on your shelves
and in drawers keeps things from spreading and getting lost
and buried under other things.

3. Make Your Time Management System Portable — Whether
you use an iPhone, Blackberry, or paper planner, have one
portable tool you consistently rely on to hold your calendar,
to-do list, notes, etc.
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4. Paper Management — You’ll never get out from paper
overwhelm unless you have a system that allows you to feel
confident about what to keep and what to get rid of.

5. Kid’s Organization — Developing good organizational skills
is crucial to your child’s success. Teach them these skills in
the same way you emphasize reading and writing.

Life in the Fast Lane: A Healthy Response to Stress

It seems like just a few years ago that our children spent time playing imaginary games with their friends. Then they moved on to
being students and real life began to set in. Our children have just enough time to get to school in the morning, then, go to after-school
activities and later dinner, homework and bed. The fast pace can be exciting for a while, but often becomes a task and can be stressful.
Students are often worn out and exhausted by the end of the week. How can we help them with all the time pressures?

The issue of time pressure is a real one. But it seems to be much more than time pressure. They seem to want to have things “now”
instead of later. They have begun to develop a craving for immediate gratification. We have encouraged them to seek their own
personal fulfillment and yet “having it all” may end in pursuit of an unrealistic goal.

Parents — you can have an impact on how your children deal with life. Remember that you are the models for them. Try not to get
caught up in the fast pace. You can help them with -

1. Balance — Help your children balance school work with activities they really care about — perhaps sports, music or art.
Encourage your children to pursue their passion.

2. Patience — Help your children take one day at a time, one goal at a time and do the same for yourself.

3. Making conscious choices — Help them choose to do something rather than feel a force outside them is making the decision.
Help them be pro-active.

4. Giving as well as “having it all” — Is “having it all” the American dream or is it “having unlimited potential.” There is a
difference.

5. Realistic boundaries — When a child is taking on too much you can be there for them as a “reality check.” Ask them how their
plan is going to work for them. Is it realistic?

6. Acceptance — all of our children are different. We need to celebrate their differences and not try to mold them to one
outcome. Learn what their strengths are; encourage them to pursue their interests. Allow them to go to different schools than
their siblings, based on their ability and interests.

7. Encouragement — Focus on what your child is doing right. Recognize and celebrate their achievements, accomplishments,
effort and improvement.

I know it may seem like a lot, but most of the above you probably already do to some extent. Just try to be more aware of how
important it is for your child to have good mental health and one way for that to happen is to model these characteristics for them, to
discuss these issues with them which will allow them to be children for these few short years.
